l .  The PAR FV to i le t  upper hols ing must  be removed for
insta l la t ion.  Us€ a Phi l l ips *2 screwdr iver  wi th a 4"  to
5" blade lergth. Remove singl€ screw locat€d wilhin
recess under f ront  contoLrr .  L i f t  l id  and seat ;  pul l  f ront
of top housing awsy ffom bowl about two inches. Close
l id  and pressing though rear  s lot  d isengage upper housinq

2.  Insta l l  mount ing bol ts  on c loset  f lange and posi i ion c loset
l loor  l lange to a l ign wi th to i le t  mount ing ho es.

3. Install flange seal to bottom of toilet ho!sing and rest
housing on closet flange, dir€cting moLrnting bolts through
to i le t  mount ing holes.

Pushing down on to i le t  housing,  seat  to i le t  f i lmly on f loor
and secure toilet base with two mounting nuts and washers.
Tightening mount ing nuts wi l l  pu l l  to i le t  sq!are ly  against
f loor-  Do not  over t ighten mount ing nuts.
[4ake water line connection bohind toilet. Fing€f-tiqhten
plus 1/4 turn or until water tight. Do not over tighen.
Before €plac ing upper hovsing,  se€t  and l id ,  check bowl
gasket  to  insure i t  is  down f i rmly against  bowlr im.
Aeplace upper housing by lower ing i t  s t ra ight  down over
toilet, and press rear of top housing to 6nga9e two r€tain€rs.
Press f ronr  down f imly to l i  i to f t raveland insta l l  re la in-
ins screw usins a I  inch (or less)  #2 Phi l l ipsscrewdr iver  wi th
a 4 to 5 inch b lade.  lnsta l la t ion is  comDlete.

OPERATION

1.  n ins€ bowl  before Lrs inq.  F i rs t  hal f  o fpedalmovementf i lh
bowl .  Al low about  one inch (1")  of  water  for  wet  bowl .

2.  F lu lh by fu l ly  depressing pedal .  Release pedal  when bowl
is  c lear .  A smal l  amount  of  water  wi l l  remain in  bowlaf ter
f lushins.

NOTE: A layer  of  to i le t  t issue on wet  bowl  pr ior tousewi l l
he lp c lear  bowl  of  so l id  waste wi th a min imum !se of
f lush water ,

SERVICE

The N4al ibu is  ext remely easy to seru ice.  The top housins.an
be lifted off (with removal of a sinsle screw) to expose all
internal functional pans. For much of the services it is not
neessary to disturb plumbing connections or remove the
to i le t  f rom the hold ing tank,  and many of  the components
are replaced as a unit for easy seruicinq.

A.  LID OR SEAT REPLACEI\ , IENT
1.  Using a 9 inch #2Phi l l ipsscrewdr iverwi th a4or5 inch

blade, remove screw located within rcce$ under front

2.  L i f t  l id  and s€at  and pul l  f ront  of  top housing away f rom
bowl about  two inches.  Close l id  and pressing through
rear  s lot  d isensage upper hoosinq and l i f t  t ree.

3.  Push out  p ivotp ins i rom ins ide upperhousing to separate

B.  VACUUI\4 BREAKER BEPLACEI\4ENT
1. Femove upper housing assembly as in  "A above.
2.  Press s ide c lasp on vacuum breaker to d isensaqe i t  f rom

lower housins.
3. Disconnect water hoses from vac!um breaker.
4.  Replace ent i re vacuum breaker assembly.

C.  WATER VALVE REPLACEN4ENT

9.  Assemble by revers ing steps for  d isassembly,  being sure
to form a "U" shaped t fap in  the bypass hose ( f rom
bowl to dump valve)-  The t rap in  the bypa$ hose holds a
smal l  amount  of  water  to seal  hold ing tank odor.
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
