INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS: Searchlight should be
DIMENSIONAL DRAWING mounted so base is level. Drill 1” clearance hole through roof
for outside control rod. Drill %" hole for wiring directly be-
hind and next to control rod hole. Loosen set screws (Keys
18A, 19A) and remove large and small control wheels (Keys
18, 19). Loosen screws (Keys 16A, 17A) and remove stop
collar (Key 17) and escutcheon plate (Key 16) from control
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rod. Mount light in place, feeding wire through %" hole.
After putting sealing compound under base, fasten to roof
with conduit fitting facing aft. Replace escutcheon plate and
mount to ceiling with split in plate facing aft. Replace stop
collar and tighten set screw for rotation stop. Replace control
wheels.

WIRING INSTRUCTIONS: Use stranded copper wire. For 12
volt models, use 12 gauge wire for up to 35° from power
source. For 32 volt models, use 16 gauge wire for up to 50"
from power source. For distances greater than specified, a
heavier gauge wire should be used.
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INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE (CONT'D.)

RELAMPING AND FOCUSING: Remove lens clamp (Key 9),
lens (Key 8), and remove bulb by pushing in and turning
counter-clockwise. Install new bulb. Replace lens and lens
