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DIMENSIONS

Pump Maintainance

Rubber impeller Pumps require very little maintainance during their normal service
life. For periods of winter storage it is recommended that the pump be drained, and
if practical, the impeller be removed and storsd outside to prevent setting up of the
impeller blades. The draining of the pump can be achieved by loosening the cover
screws (if easily accessible) or by removing the drain plugs.

Impeller Replacement

The impeller must be replaced if it is worn out or has been damaged by debris or by
dry running of the pump. Symptoms of a defactive impeller are low pumping pressure
and low fiow causing overheating of the boat engine. Poor pump performance may
also be caused by slippage of V-belts, so belts should be checked first for being tight.

To replace the impeller remove screws and cover and pull out the impeller with nose
plyers or 2 screw drivers. Be careful not to dent the pumping chamber with these
tools. When inserting new impeller, line up key slot in impelier with key in the shaft.
Use oil on the shaft and do not force the impelier.

Seal Replacement

If water drips out of the weep hole, the seal is defective and must be replaced. Pro-
longed running of the pump with a leaky seal will destroy the ball bearing which will
result in-catastrophic pump failure and engine shut-down.

For seal replacement the pump must be removed from the engine and disassembled.
The pulley and shaft must be removed to gain access to the seal chamber, Both seal
components (stationary ceramic face and rotating seal head) shouid be replaced at
the same time. Refer to exploded view drawing for identification of seal assembly
and part number.
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
