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Oversize Lines For Piston,

Plunger And Diaphragm Pumps! when sizing
the discharge line for piston, plunger or diaphragm pumps
you must utilize the instantaneous flow... not the rated
flow per minute. What is instantaneous flow? It is the
actual velocity of the liquid leaving the pump during each
stroke. This is higher than the average flow over time. An
accumulator tank is another way to protect your system
from this phenomenon.

Don’t Starve The Inlet! plunger pumps will be
quickly damaged by insufficient inlet flow. If you can’t
pressurize the inlet port try plumbing to both pump inlets.
(Many plunger pumps have two inlets — yours may too.)

PD Pumps Are More Efficient Than
Centrifugals! Positive displacement pumps will save
up to '/, the horsepower required to move liquid at high
head compared to a centrifugal pump for the same duty.
